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TWO -WHEEL MOTORIZED VEHICLE PARKING ZONES
PART I. ON-STREET

To begin this pilot project, a total of twenty downtown locations were reviewed for designation as two-wheel vehicle parking zones. Four
areas are currently designated, eight areas are included in Phase |, and the remainder will be created as demand warrants and availibility
of funds allow. We hope to continue expanding to additional areas as useage increases downtown.

The proposed two-wheel vehicle parking zones will be designated by signs and pavement markings which will be used consistently
throughout the district. In some cases the existing two-wheel parking zone/space will need to be updated to maintain consistency.
The new signs will appear as shown:

A number of the proposed zones are on red brick streets. This presents an issue in removing the existing safety zones striping due to cost
and appearance. To keep costs of creating the zones to a minimum, rather than attempt to grind out the existing thermo-plastic lines or
contract Streets Department to turn all the bricks over, the existingsafety zone r emai n IWO-WHEEL MOT@RIZED d i
VEHICLESONLY0O i s stenci | / paietylinesdandoe thewerb face.t Tineeconsbmdtion of the signs and pavement markings
will be adequate to communicate the zone designation. The proposed zones not currently marked with safety zone striping will be striped
in order to create a consistent appearance throughout the Business District.

Approximately eight signs and coordinated supplements will need to be produced to create the phase | proposed zones. The stencil for the
pavement markings is easily available through the Sign Shop. The costs associated with this project will be funded from the new
Downtown Transit Fund (Parking Under I-4 Revenue). Phase | installation of the four on-street parking zones can be completed in as little
as two weeks, at a cost of approximately $300 per zone.

Currently there are no MUTCD guidelines for design and marking two-wheel motorized vehicle parking spaces. A paragraph should be
added to the City of Orl andob6s P a-wHeélvegicle@Qarking space maekings,aestrictiomsadnd ng s p €
enforcement.

The area is not long enough to su pporta typical
parking space , and is restricted by curb bump -out at intersection. The area can supportatwo -
wheel parking zone.

protection  of two -wheel vehicles and riders from vehicles with limited rearward  visibility
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This safety zone is large enough to support a two -wheel vehicle parking zone.
The zone is strategically located adjacent to The Plaza.
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Th e first parking s pace from the

intersection, shown in the picture to the

left, can be converted to a two -wheel
parking zone. This change will increase

visibility at the intersection.

Lake Eola & the Downtown Publix are

immediately across the street from this
zone.
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The yellow curb area is large enough to accommodate two -wheelers. The buses do not make
turns onto Central B lv d, so turning radius clearance will not be an issue.
This area has high visibility for v ehicle and pedestrian traffic, and would help promote the two -
wheel parking zones . Thi sisan excellent location for a banner promoting the new two -wheel

parking zones throughout the Downtown Business District.
