A MOTION THAT BASED UPON THE EVIDENCE AND TESTIMONY PROVIDED THAT THE DISABILITY INJURY INCURRED WAS A NON- LINE OF DUTY DISABILITY was made by L. Singletary and seconded by R. Sutton; MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.   

Chairman Smith asked if the Police Chief had a light duty position available without any reduction in pay or benefits.  L. Freeman advised that Chief McCoy does not have a light duty position available in the Police Department.  

A MOTION THAT BASED UPON THE EVIDENCE AND TESTIMONY PROVIDED OF THE EXISTENCE OF A PERMANENT AND TOTAL DISABILITY THAT THE NON-LINE OF DUTY DISABILITY BENEFITS COMMENCE ON FEBRUARY 1, 2007 was made by R. Sutton and seconded by J. Smith; MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
