PART I. ON -STREET  

To begin this pilot project, a total of twenty downtown locations were reviewed for designation as two-wheel vehicle parking zones.  Four 

areas are currently designated, eight areas are included in Phase I, and the remainder will be created as demand warrants and availibility 

of funds allow.  We hope to continue expanding to additional areas as useage increases downtown. 

 

The proposed two-wheel vehicle parking zones will be designated by signs and pavement markings which will be used consistently 

throughout the district.  In some cases the existing two-wheel parking zone/space will need to be updated to maintain consistency.

A number of the proposed zones are on red brick streets.  This presents an issue in removing the existing safety zones striping due to cost 

and appearance.  To keep costs of creating the zones to a minimum, rather than attempt to grind out the existing thermo-plastic lines or 

contract Streets Department to turn all the bricks over, the existing safety zone remains in place and ñTWO-WHEEL MOTORIZED 

VEHICLES ONLYò is stencil/painted between the safety lines, and on the curb face.  The combination of the signs and pavement markings 

will be adequate to communicate the zone designation.  The proposed zones not currently marked with safety zone striping will be striped 

in order to create a consistent appearance throughout the Business District.   

 

Approximately eight signs and coordinated supplements will need to be produced to create the phase I proposed zones.  The stencil for the 

pavement markings is easily available through the Sign Shop.  The costs associated with this project will be funded from the new 

Downtown Transit Fund (Parking Under I-4 Revenue).  Phase I installation of the four on-street parking zones can be completed in as little 

as two weeks, at a cost of approximately $300 per  zone. 

 

Currently there are no MUTCD guidelines for  design and marking two-wheel motorized vehicle parking spaces.  A paragraph should be 

added to the City of Orlandoôs Parking Ordinance designating specific two-wheel vehicle parking space markings, restrictions, and 

enforcement.  Designating a specific color for two-wheel vehicle parking spaces will communicate  clearly to citizens who already are 

aware of the orange for Freight Zones, blue for Disabled, & yellow for No Parking.  Our suggestion is a bright green, which can be related 

to  ñGOING GREENò for the environment.  Green RPMs may need to be used on the red brick streets to highlight the green paint on the 

brick and increase visibility. 
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 PROPOSED LOCATIONS  

 

 

At one time this area was a LYNX bus stop. The area is not long enough to su pport a typical  

parking space , and is restricted by curb bump -out  at intersection.   The area can support a two -

wheel parking zone.  The width will be the same as the parking space partially shown in the 

picture .  A bollard will be installed approximately 18ó from the curb, beyond the swell, to provide 

protection of two -wheel vehicles and riders from vehicles with limited rearward  visibility .
