The City’s new fiscal year (FY 09/10) begins on October 1, 2009 and ends September 30, 2010. In preparation for 
the upcoming year, the City Council must approve our annual budget.  
 
I’m sure many of you have seen television reports or read newspaper articles about City budget cuts. I want to 
take this opportunity to share the latest information on the City’s budget and what that means to you and your 
families. Just as each of you are feeling the impacts of the global economic crisis so is the City of Orlando as we 
face a reduction in revenues and an increase in costs.  In order to bridge the budget cap, the Orlando City Council 
has two choices -- raise taxes or cut costs. We chose to cut costs and reduce the size of our City government 
rather than imposing a tax increase on our residents.    
 
The work to reduce the budget has not been easy. We are having to reduce or eliminate many of the programs 
and services our residents tell us they value. In difficult budget times – I believe we have to separate what we do 
as a City government into “must haves” and “wants.” That’s what we have done. We are confident that the budget 
we have crafted is a budget that preserves the core City services you depend on every day. We are confident that 
we have developed a budget that will put our City in the position to endure this hardship and surge ahead once our 
national economy recovers.  
 
I encourage you to stay informed about our budget process. I invite you to attend the two budget public hearings 
we are hosting in September. The first public hearing is on Monday, September 14, 2009 at 5:01 p.m. and the 
second, and final, public hearing is on Monday, September 21, 2009 at 5:01 p.m.  Both hearings will be held at 
City Hall (400 S. Orange Ave.) in Council Chamber on the second floor. If you would like additional details about 
the City’s FY 09/10 budget, visit cityoforlando.net/budget/index.htm.

September 2009 
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A Message from OPD Chief Val Demings – Our Choose Peace campaign is making a positive impact in 

our community. One of the success stories is the Palms Apartments. I met with the residents in the Mercy Drive 
area to seek their input on how to improve their lives as well as their community.  The Orlando Police 
Department formed several committees to assist residents in maintaining livable neighborhoods.  One of the 
committees, Quality of Life, identified the need for residents to obtain their General Education Diplomas (GED).  
A program was put together with the assistance of Officer Thaddeus Jones and on June 15, 31 students were 
registered at Orlando Tech to start the GED program.  I am also proud to announce that a Public Service 
Announcement was created in Creole to announce the Choose Peace campaign to the Haitian community.  
These are just a few of the initiatives that we at OPD are working on to reduce crime and maintain livable 
neighborhoods.  Stay tuned for further developments and initiatives.   
 

The Orlando Police Department’s Citizen Police Academy is free of charge and offered twice a year.  The class 
is 12 weeks long and is held Tuesday evenings from 6:30 p.m. until 9:30 p.m. at Orlando Police Headquarters.  It 
includes detailed information on such topics as uniform patrol, special operations, criminal investigations, 
criminal law and many other topics.  If you would like to be a part of the cooperative effort between the police 
and community, please call the Crime Prevention Division at 407.246.2461 or download an application at 
CityofOrlando.net and click on the police link.  In 2003, the first Hispanic Citizen Police Academy was held.  This 
course covers the same topics as other CPA classes.  The curriculum is taught in Spanish.  The next Hispanic 
academy starts September 2nd and continues through November 18th. 
 
Report all crimes to the police and encourage your neighbors to do the same.  Neighborhood Watch is a 
wonderful program to get started in your neighborhood and is proven to be very effective in reducing crime.  If 
you are not a member, I urge you to join. See the box below for the Neighborhood Watch contact information.

Citizen Observer Program “C.O.P.” - 407.246.2461 - Citizen Observer Program “C.O.P.” members serve as additional 

"eyes and ears" of the Orlando Police Department. The C.O.P. members perform crime watch duties and alert the police 
department of hazards and unlawful behavior. C.O.P. members have no law enforcement authority. Through the increased 
visibility of its specially marked vehicles, the C.O.P. helps deter criminal activity. 

 
Green Up Orlando - 407.246.3504 - This program was created in 1985 to increase the City’s tree canopy and to 

beautify the appearance of the community by encouraging citizens and groups to plant trees and shrubs. The City provides 
all the planting materials, tools and guidance with the citizens providing the labor. There is no cost for this program, other 
than time. 

 
Keep Orlando Beautiful - 407.246.2752 - Keep Orlando Beautiful (KOB) partners with associations and citizens to 

implement beautification projects, tree/flower plantings, graffiti paint-outs and adopt-a-street and adopt-a-spot programs. 
KOB will provide tools and trash bags for litter cleanup projects in the neighborhood. 
 

LAKEWATCH - 407.246.2257 - LAKEWATCH volunteers collect and prepare water samples from City lakes, 

complementing the City’s current lake monitoring program.

Preserving our City’s Street Tree Canopy – The City’s Parks Division offers two tree planting 
programs, in addition to its Green Up Orlando program, to ensure our beautiful tree canopy. 
These programs are: 
 

Trees in the Parkway - Provides trees to be planted for individual homeowners along the 
parkway (right of way) at no cost to the homeowner.  The owner requests the tree and the City 
determines the most appropriate location for the tree.  The City will then plant the tree, two (2) 
trees per frontal lot, with a maximum of four (4) trees on a corner lot.  In return, the homeowner 
must agree to water, trim and care for the tree.  The number of existing trees and utilities present 
may influence the # of trees the city can plant. The owner can request to upgrade the tree to a 
larger size by paying the difference. For more information, please call 407.246.2283. 
 

Trees to Good Homes – This program is dedicated to greening the private property of 
homeowners within the City of Orlando. The City will work with neighborhood groups to help 
select the right tree for the right spot by giving an opportunity to purchase trees at wholesale price 
to plant on private property. Neighborhood groups are asked to help organize citizens who would 
like trees and willing to plant and maintain the trees. Minimum request is fifteen (15) trees. Trees 
will be available in two sizes: 15 gallon, 6’-8’ tall, about 40lbs, approximately $50 each; or 30 
gallon, 8’-10’, about 125lbs, and approximately $100. For more information please call Julie Iooss
