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I. BACKGROUND INFORMATION  
 

Purpose of the Consolidated Plan 
Title I of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 established the requirement that state 

and local governments, that apply for direct assistance under certain HUD programs, have a 

Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy (CHAS) that has been approved by the U.S. 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  A Final Rule, published in the 

Federal Register on January 5, 1995, replaced the CHAS and combined into a single 

consolidated submission the planning, application and reporting aspects of HUDôs 

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, HOME Investment Partnerships 

(HOME) program, American Dream Downpayment Dream Initiative (ADDI) program), 

Emergency Shelters Grant (ESG) program, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS 

(HOPWA) programs. At present, the Consolidated Plan is to be updated every three to five 

years. This Consolidated Plan will cover the five-year period from October 1, 2005 to 

September 30, 2010. 

 

The City of Orlandoôs overall goals support the national goals of community development and 

planning programs to develop viable urban communities by providing decent housing, a 

suitable living environment, and expanding economic opportunities primarily for very low-, 

low- and moderate-income persons/families.  These are persons/families with incomes that do 

not exceed eighty percent (80%) of median family income (MFI) for the Orlando 

Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA).  The consolidated submission includes the Cityôs plan to 

pursue these goals for all the community planning and development programs, as well as for 

housing programs.   

 

The Consolidated Plan serves a threefold function:  An application for federal funds under 

CDBG, HOME, ADDI, ESG, and HOPWA formula grant programs; a strategy to be followed 

in carrying out HUD programs; and an action plan.   

 

 

Lead Agency 
The lead agency responsible for the development of the Consolidated Plan is the City of 

Orlandoôs Housing Department. 

 

 

Significant Aspects of the Process by Which the Consolidated 

Plan was Developed 
The Consolidated Plan was built through a collaborative process that involved the following 

steps: 

 

1. The coordination and management of a continuous planning process within which 

the City consulted and coordinated with representatives of diverse housing 

organizations, public and private agencies, other local jurisdictions, the 
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community, the local public housing agency, social service agencies, and state and 

local health and child welfare agencies.  

 

2. Implementation of a Community Needs Assessment Survey in January and 

February 2005. 

 

3. Implementation of a Housing Conditions Survey in January through May 2005. 

 

4. A citizen participation process involving public forums, meetings, and focus 

groups to develop community needs, share information, and make 

recommendations for funding.   

 

5. The development of statistical and analytical information that provided an overall 

picture of the City of Orlando housing and community development needs as well 

as housing market analysis. 

 

6. The development of a five year strategic plan that brought needs and resources 

together in a coordinated housing and community development strategy. 

 

7. The development of an annual action plan to address priority needs and local 

objectives with anticipated program income and funds received during the next 

program year under the CDBG, HOME, ADDI, ESG, and HOPWA programs for 

meeting housing and community development objectives.   

 

 

Agencies, Groups, and Social Service Organizations 

Consulted 
Besides consulting the agencies and groups in focus groups described below, other 

organizations participated in the development of the Consolidated Plan or were consulted for 

advice and/or statistical information.

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II.  CITIZEN PARTICIPATION AN D PROJECT SELECTION 
 

As stated in the City of Orlandoôs Citizen Participation Plan, the City of Orlando is committed 

to providing opportunities for its citizens to participate in an advisory role in the planning, 

implementation, and assessment of its Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 

program, HOME Partnership (HOME) program, American Dream Downpayment Initiative 

(ADDI) program, Emergency Shelters Grant Program (ESG) program, and Housing 

Opportunities for Persons with Aids (HOPWA) program.  Citizen participation is a desired 

and necessary part of developing the Consolidated Plan, which coordinates these five 

programs.  The City of Orlando chose a multi-step approach to securing input from citizens, 

nonprofit organizations, neighborhood groups, regional agencies and local governments.  

 

Citizen participation for the Consolidated Plan was conducted from October 2004 to February 

2005.  The first step was to develop a community needs assessment survey to secure feedback 

from City residents on community funding priorities.  This assessment was based, in part, on 

a similar tool developed by Orange County.  Given the shared housing market and general 

economic conditions, a common tool was perceived as an effective way to identify common 

priorities and lead to a better coordination of resources in the future.  The second step, which 

was done concurrently, was to participate in focus groups addressing community priorities.  

Finally, the third step was to go out into the community and hold public meetings to gather 

additional information.   

 

 

Community Needs Assessment 
The simple one page, forty-two (42) question Needs Survey was specifically designed to 

determine the communityôs level of need of the following nine (9) community priority areas: 

 

1. Affordable housing needs 

2. Home health and safety 

3. Family and non-family housing 

4. Persons who are homeless 

5. Persons with disabilities 

6. Housing for seniors 

7. Public safety needs and associated activities 

8. Public facilities and improvements  

9. New and/or improved infrastructure needs 

 

After pre-testing the survey, it was posted on the City of Orlando website.  Thus, citizens 

could log on and complete the survey from home or work.  Coordinating with the Office of 

Communications and Neighborhood Enhancement, the Housing Department sent surveys to 

forty-nine (49) low- and moderate-income City neighborhoodsðdetermined by a special 

tabulation run for the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) by the 

Census Bureau using 2000 Census data.  Surveys were also placed in the community centers.  

Some surveys were distributed to schools, which were in low- and moderate-income 

neighborhoods or which served low- and moderate-income children.   
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Citizen feedback indicated that the survey was easy to complete and very straightforward.  

For instance, under the Affordable Housing Section, a respondent was asked to simply check 

off whether ñrental housingò is currently a low, medium, or high priority need.  If a 

respondent left an area blank, it was perceived to be ñno answer.ò  Space was also available 

on the survey to add comments.  A total of 312 surveys were completed.  Of these surveys 

201 were completed on-line while 111 were filled out in hard copy paper format.   

 

While twenty-six (26) of the forty-two (42) needs identified on the survey received response 

rates of 50% to 69% being a high priority, there were nine (9) needs that were identified 70% 

or more of the time being a high priority.  These high frequency needs and their associated 

community priorities are as follows:

In total thirty-nine (39) of the forty-two (42) survey items, or 93%, were identified by 

respondents as being a high priority.  Only two (2) of the forty-two (42) items, or 2%, were 

identified as a medium priority while one (1) of the forty-two (42) items, or 1%, being a low 

priority.  On average 15.65% of the respondents did not respond to each item within a 

community priority.  This number was subtracted from the total number of completed surveys 

and the percentages were calculated from the adjusted number of received surveys.  Complete 

results are provided in the Priority Needs Summary Table below.   

 

In comparing these high priority results with the results from the earlier City of Orlando 1998 

Community Needs Questionnaire, one sees that affordable housing for seniors and individuals 

with disabilities remains a significant community need.  Moreover, in comparing these results 

with findings from the Orange Countyôs survey, there was also a high priority response to 

rental housing for both seniors and individuals with disabilities.  There appears to be a strong 

regional need for rental housing for special needs groups.   
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The needs selected the least often were:

The community priority of family and non-family needs was identified, overall, as having the 

least priority.  Staff believes these community needs may not be well understood and that 

further research is needed. 

 

As it concerns the nine (9) community priority categories, eight (8) community priority areas, 

such as Affordable Housing Needs, Healthy Home Needs, etc., received a response rate of 

over 51 % indicating a high priority need.  Only Family and Non-Family Needs had a lower 

response rate than 51%.    

 

There were several remarks concerning the lack of affordable housing in ñgood 

neighborhoods,ò streets in desperate need of repair, and road safety concerns.

Neighborhood Meetings and Public Comments  
Citizen participation should allow and encourage citizens to participate in the development of 

the consolidated plan.  The final step of the citizen participation process for the Consolidated 

Plan was five community meetings throughout the City of Orlando as well as a series of 

meeting in a tri-county area outside of Orange County covered by the HOPWA program.  The 

objectives of these meetings were to 1) inform citizens of the five HUD formula grant 

programsðCDBG, HOME, ADDI, ESG, and HOPWA and of the planning process for the 

Consolidated Plan and 2) provide citizens an opportunity to comment on their housing and 

community development needs.   

 

Meetings were held for City of Orlando residents during January and February 2005 at the 

following sites:  Nap Ford Community School, North West Community Center, Smith 

Neighborhood Center, and the Englewood Center.  Low or no attendance occurred at all four 

meetings.  The Office of Communications and Neighborhood Enhancement assisted in 

notifying neighborhood groups and citizens.  Public meetings were also held in Lake County, 

City Of KissimmeeðOsceola County, and Seminole County to address HOPWA community 

needs.  Details of these meetings are included in the minutes.  All meetings were noticed in 

the Orlando Sentinel as well as ad making the Consolidated Plan available for public 

comment during the thirty (30) day review period, from June 21, 2005 through July 20, 2005.  

A copy of those ads, including the location of the meetings and the locations of the 

Consolidated Plan, follows.  Additional notification was provided on the Cityôs website well 

in advance of these meetings.   
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Citizens and residents were given an opportunity to review and comment on the proposed 

2005-2010 Consolidated Plan for Housing and Community Development Programs through

Project Selection 

CDBG ProgramðCDBG funds are distributed in the following manner:  Housing 

Department staff makes recommendations for the use of funds for ongoing 

housing assistance programs, such as the Owner-Occupied Housing 

Rehabilitation Program.  Staff will make these recommendations based on 

prior year expenditures and anticipated need.  Staff may also recommend 

funding of other activities that have high priority for the City.  The 

remaining balance of funds, if any, will be made available through a 

Request for Proposals process (RFP).  Staff recommendations and 

proposals received from agencies will be submitted to the CDBG Review 

Committee and their recommendations will be submitted to City Council 

for approval.  The CDBG Review Committee will be comprised of seven 

(7) members, one from each Commission district for a total of six (6) and a 

representative from the Orlando Housing Authority.   

 

HOME ProgramðThe HOME Program has an ongoing RFP process in conjunction with 

Florida's State Housing Initiatives Partnerships (SHIP) Program.  

Applicants for funding under the New Construction and Rental

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Rehabilitation Projects must first meet with Housing Department staff for 

an explanation of the requirements for submission of a proposal.  Staff 

may also recommend funding of other activities that have high priority 

for the City.  The remaining balance of funds, if any, will be made 

available through a RFP process.   

 

Proposals received by the third Tuesday of each month will be reviewed 

by the SHIP/HOME Review Committee on the following month.  The 

SHIP/HOME Review Committee is comprised of the following ten (10) 

representatives: 

 Seven from the City of Orlando (One representative from each of 

the following departments:  Development Review, Design 

Services, Growth Management, Police Department, Permitting 

Services, Finance, Housing Department);  

 One representative either from the Orlando Fannie Mae 

Partnership Office, Florida Community Partners, or Orange 

County Housing Finance Authority;  

 One representative from the CDBG Review Committee; and 

 One representative from the Municipal Planning Board.  

 

Recommendations to award funds for activities are submitted for 

approval to City Council.  The selection of units to be assisted under the 

owner-occupied housing rehabilitation and first-time homebuyers 

assistance will be made by the Housing Department staff on a first-come, 

first-serve basis.   

 

ESG ProgramðFunds received by the City under the Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG) are 

distributed through a once-a-year RFP process.  The proposals are reviewed 

by the ESG Review Committee and their recommendations are submitted to 

City Council for approval.  Staff may also recommend funding of other 

activities that have high priority for the City.  The remaining balance of 

funds, if any, will be made available through a RFP process.  The ESG 

Review Committee is comprised of one representative from the Homeless 

Services Network, one representative from the Orlando Housing Authority, 

and one representative from the CDBG Review Committee.  

 

HOPWA ProgramðThe City is the recipient of HOPWA Program funds for distribution in 

the counties of Orange, Seminole, Lake and Osceola.  The City contracts 

with the Health Council of East Central Florida (Health Council) for the 

administration of the HOPWA grant.  The Health Council utilizes a once-

a-year RFP process to distribute the HOPWA funds among the various 

agencies that provide housing and related services to low- and moderate-

income persons with Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS) or 

related diseases and their families.  The HOPWA Review Committee, 

comprised of one representative from the University of Central Florida 

who has knowledge of AIDS/HIV programs; one representative from the 
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Ryan White I Office; and one representative from the Ryan White II 

Office, reviews the proposals received.  The Committee's 

recommendations are submitted to City Council for approval.   

 

 

For FY 2005-2006, CDBG activities were selected through recommendations from staff.  In 

support for the Mayorôs priority of improving the Parramore Heritage Neighborhood, staff 

recommended funding for activities that would sustain the revitalization of the Parramore 

Heritage Neighborhood.   

 

Similar to CDBG for FY 2005-2006, staff has proposed funding of project categories for the 

HOME program.  HOME activity proposals for rental rehabilitation and new construction will 

be accepted and reviewed throughout the year on a first-come, first-qualify basis.  HOME 

activity proposals and funding are reviewed by a committee comprised of seven (7) 

individuals from various City departments; one representative from either the Orlando Fannie 

Mae Partnership Office, Florida Community Partners, or Orange County Housing Finance 

Authority; one representative from the CDBG Review Committee; and one representative 

from the Municipal Planning Board for a total of ten (10) members.   

 

ADDI funds appropriated by Congress for FY 2005-2006 will be used for downpayment and 

closing costs assistance to first-time low-income homebuyers acquiring property in need of 

repairs in the Parramore Heritage Neighborhood.   

 

ESG funds were distributed through a RFP process.  The deadline for the receipt of proposals 

was March 31, 2005.  The committee reviewed eligible proposals and made recommendations 

at its May 14, 2005, meeting.   

 

HOPWA funds were distributed through a RFP process as well.  The deadline for the receipt 

of proposals was July 15, 2005.  The committee reviewed eligible proposals and made 

recommendations at its May 14, 2005, meeting.  Funds used for these projects came from FY 

2004-2005 as unspent funds were remaining from this fiscal year.
