Craig Ustler began the meeting shortly after 8:30 A.M.  The members started discussing Chapter 67 of the Land Development Code.  The Chapter was initially created to address the development of affordable housing in new subdivisions.  This Chapter needs to be updated to reflect the reality of delivering mixed income housing and it should be reviewed periodically.  Chapter 67 shall function as a guidebook to walk developers through the process of developing mixed income developments.  

In discussing the issue of building techniques and alternative construction systems, the members stated that the City should be more aggressive in some of the other tools to ensure that the design and construction techniques are not different from market rate housing.  Building techniques should not be regulated for attainable housing.

Mixed income housing is the only way to accomplish what the Housing Task Force was set to do.  It gives the developers the ability to make a profit and still deliver lower priced units.  The cost of construction is also balanced by mixing land uses.
