Sandy Hostetter began the meeting shortly after 8:45 A.M.  She distributed a revised copy of the Finance Subcommittee Recommendations discussed at the meeting on October 31, 2006.  

The Committee discussed that the Task Force’s recommendation to define attainable housing as housing for households with income limits from 50% to 150% should only apply to homeownership opportunities.  The income limit for rental projects should remain at 120%.   Ms. Allen recommended bringing this issue to the rest of the Task Force at the December 13th meeting. 

The Subcommittee briefly discussed the benefits of Employer Assisted Housing Programs.  The members see the need to target nurses but also would like to explore employer-assisted programs for teachers, public safety personnel and municipal employees.  A prototype EAH program in the City should provide down payment assistance to nurses with an opportunity to include housing development opportunities provided by the employer.  Employers should also address the rental needs of their employees.    

The members proceeded to discuss Real Estate Taxes and Save Our Homes.  The idea of governments doing tax abatements for economic development was brought up.  Staff will do more research on the subject and discuss at the next Subcommittee meeting.  

The Committee discussed briefly linkage fees and decided that at the next meeting they will provide their recommendation to have the City conduct a nexus study to determine job creation.   Bob Ansley asked how much commercial square footage was permitted within the last two years. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned shortly around 10:10 A.M.
