Sandy Hostetter began the meeting shortly after 3:00 PM.  She read over the minutes from the November 15th meeting to re-visit outstanding issues.  Ms. Hostetter expressed the Finance Subcommittee’s interest on Employer Assisted Housing and discussed the Subcommittee’s proposed recommendation.  The members agreed that they were not going to recommend any changes to Save our Homes.  Another outstanding issue from the last meeting was that staff was going to do additional research on tax abatements.  Based on that research, staff reported that tax abatements are unconstitutional under Florida law, thus it is not an option.  However, the City could incite the development of attainable housing projects by offering to rebate a portion of the taxes paid by a developer for the project.

The Committee discussed and proposed few recommendations concerning changes to the current CRA tax increment incentive policy.
