Anthony Martin began the meeting at 2:15 P.M. He reported on the density bonus report prepared by RERC.  The report explores what financial incentives to develop additional attainable housing units would be necessary to make the deal work.  Mr. Martin stated that a voluntary program that offers incentives would be more palatable.  The City should proceed to the next phase and find out what would be required to encourage the production of additional attainable housing units.   

The Committee proceeded to discuss targeted zones.  This would give a way to achieve inclusionary zoning.  The trick would be to keep the seller of a piece of land located on one of this targeted zones from charging at a new rate that takes into consideration the new use thus making the land less affordable.  

Potential affordable housing districts should be designated in core areas surrounding Florida Hospital and Orlando Regional Medical Center.  Also staff should take a look at other areas that have adopted redevelopment plans.
