Wayne Rich began the meeting approximately at 2:06 P.M. The members started the discussion on Community Land Trust (CLT).  Staff explained that in the past their recommendation to City Council had been for the City support the Orlando Realtors Association with their efforts in creating a CLT.  The Association established the Florida Real Estate Foundation, Inc., an independent (501) (c)(3) corporation, to administer a CLT.  Staff believed that this recommendation would be most cost efficient than creating another CLT.

Members briefly discussed the availability of publicly owned land and how to make it available for the development of attainable housing.  

A recommendation was made to support the creation of a CLT and to allow for the donation of publicly owned land to the trust.  Specific information about the structure of the CLT could be discussed at a later time.  However, current nonprofit organizations should be considered to administer the CLT.  The City should consider that a newly created CLT may require on-going public financial support.
