Frontage

balconies, porches, stoops, roof overhangs may

The remaining
required building frontage may consist of arcades,
walls or hedees.

a minimum of 80% of buildings on the block should
conform to the build-to line

parking lots must be screened from streets with a 2'
to 4' hieh wall or hedee

Building Height

max height: 3 stories

max height: 5 stories adjacent to the V.A. Clinic in

building heights are encouraged to step up at block
corners

entry level to be located a minimum of 18" above the

9.4 Architectural Standards

e Attached housing shall be designed to reduce the
monolithic nature of the structure.

e Attached housing will be expressed as individual units.
Roof forms, balconies, covered entries, and facades shall
accentuate smaller unit massing.

e Attached housing shall reflect the character, scale, and
massing of buildings in the neighborhood.

¢ The maximum development module for attached
housing shall be a dimension similar to the buildable
width of a detached housing lot. This may range from
30' to 45' to 60' in width and shall be used as

fundamental units of the exterior expression to

strengthen the residential character of the community.
¢ Development along Maguire Boulevard, as it connects to Guerags us 2 side wing:do The onse

fashion as a distinctive entrance into the community.
