• max impervious surface area : 100%

Encroachment • balconies, awnings, covered entries, arcades, roof 
overhangs may encroach into the public sidewalk

•	 a minimum of 900/0 of all facades a the block facing

•	 all buildings shall have their principal pedestrian 
entra nce facing the street 

•	 retail/commercial frontage is required at the street 
level along Main Street (at full build-out) 

• parking lots mav not front Main Street 
• parking lots sha ll not be adjacent to the Harbor or 

the Village Green frontages 
• parking lots must be screened from streets with a 2'

6.5 Architectural Standards 

•	 The ground floor elevation shall acheive a m inimum of 

60 % transparency. 

•	 Uses above the ground floor shall acheive no greater than 

35 % transparency. 

•	 Drive-thru facil ities are prohibited for all eat ing and 

drinking establishments. 

•	 Drive-thru facilit ies will be limited to bank and savings 

institution use. These may only be located at the rear of 

a building, in a parking lot or in a parking garage. 

Drive-throughs may only be accessed via service streets, 

parking lots or parking garages.

6.9 Parking 

d• Minimum or maximum parking requirements will not 

be established, however every attempt should be made 

in the development of the Village Center Core plan to 

minimize the size of surface parking areas. 

• Tandem parking is allowed . 

•	 On street parking may be used to meet parking 
requirements. 

•	 On-street parking will occur on all streets in the Village 
Center. 

• Parking lots shall be developed behind buildings. 

•	 Parking lots shall not be adjacent to Main Street the 

Harbor or the Village Green frontages . 

•	 Shared parking lots , easily accessible from service streets 

may occur. 

•	 Shared parking-decks, accessible from the service streets 

of the Village Center, are also permissible . 

•	 Exterior wall materials for park ing -decks should be 

compatible with the exterior wall materials utilized for 

adjacent bu ildings. 

•	 Street frontages for parking-decks should incorporate 

either liner buildings or landscaping, including trees 

and shrubbery, to create a soft planting edge compatible 

with the adjoining street landscape. 
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
