Minimum or maximum parking requirements will not
be established, however every attempt should be made
in the development of the Village Center General Area

to minimize the size of surface parking areas.
Tandem parking is allowed.

On-street parking may be used to meet parking

requirements

On-street parking will occur on all commercial streets in

the Village Center General Area.

Parking lots shall be developed behind buildings to the

greatest extent possible.

Parking lots shall be accessed from service streets to the

greatest extent possible.

Shared parking lots, easily accessible from service streets

may occur.

Shared parking-decks, accessible from the service streets

of the Village Center General Area, are also permissible.

Exterior wall materials for parking-decks should be
compatible with the exterior wall materials utilized for

adjacent buildings.

Street frontages for parking-decks should incorporate
either liner buildings or landscaping, including trees
and shrubbery, to create a soft planting edge compatible

with the adjoining street landscape.
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
