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Executive Secretary shall pay over to the Director of Finance to the 

credit of the general revenue fund of the city. 

(4) The Board of Zoning Adjustment shall fix a time for the 

hearing of the appeal and give a public notice thereof, as ~lell as 

due notice to the parties at interest and shall decide the same with­

in a reasonable tim; after such hearing. Any party may appear 

before the board upon any hearing in person or by agent or attorney. 

SEC. 58.159. POWERS GENERALLY 

In specific cases the Board shall have the following powers: 

provided, however, that any question or decision of the board in 

permitting a variation of the application of the regulations 

established in this article must be approved by the City Council 

before such variation is allowed: 

(1) Review. To hear and decide appeals where it is alleged 

there is error in any order, requirement, decision or determination 

made by the bUilding official in the enforcement of this article. 

(2) Special exceptions. When, in its judgment, the public 

conveniences and welfare will be substantially served and the 

appropriate use of neighboring property will not be injured thereby, 

the Board of Zoning Adjustment may, in a specific case, after due 

notice and public hearing and subject to appropriate conditions and 

safegua.rds, determine and vary application of the regulations of 

this article in harmony with their general purpose and intent as 

follows: 

(a) Permit the extension of a district where the boundary 

line divides a lot in a single ownership. 

(b) Permit the location of the following uses in a district 

from which they are otherwise prohibited by this article: Plant 

nursery; greenhouse; kindergarten and child nursery; farming and 

truck gardening; home occupations. 

(c) Permit a public garage in a commercial district (C-1, or 

C-2), where the Board deems it necessary for the public convenience 

or welfarej prOVided, that all other regulations are complied with. 

This does not include service or filling stations. 

(d) Permit the reconstruction, Within twelve months, or a 
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non-conforming bUilding which has been dmnaged by fire or other 

calamity ;;0 the extent of not more than one hundred (100%) per cent 

of its assessed value. 

(e) Permit land located in a dwelling district which imnedi­

ately adjoins a commercial or industrial district to be used for 

off street parking of automobiles as an accessory to the commercial 

uses. Such use shall not, however, be permitted for a distance of 

more than one hundred feet from the boundary of any commercial or 

industrial district. The Board may impose reasonable regUlations 

regarding the type of development of such use so as to properly 

protect the adjoining residence development. 

(f) To interpret the provisions of this article in such a 

way as to carry out the intent and purpose of the plan. as shown 

upon the district zoning map. where the actual street layout on the 

ground varies from the street layout as shown on the map. 

(g) Grant a permit whenever it is prOVided in this article that 

the approval of the board of adjust~ent is reqUired. 

3. Variances. Where there are practical difficulties or 

unnecessary hardships in the way of carrying out the strict letter 

of this article. the board of adjustment shall have the power to 

vary or modify any of the rules. regulations or provisions prescribec 

in this article. so that the spirit of this article will be 

observed. the public welfare secured and substantial justice done. 

4. Rules. The board may from time to time. adopt such rules 

and regulations as may be deemed necessary to carry into effect the 

provisions of this article. 

ARTICLE 21. CERTIFICATES OF OCCUPANCY 

SEC. 58.160. CERTIFICATE REQUIRED 

No vacant land shall be occupied or used, except for agriculture 

uses, and no bUildings hereafter erected or structurally altered 

shall be occupied or used until a certificate'of occupancy shall 

have been issued by the Building Official. 

SEC. 58.161. APPLICATION; TEMPORARY CERTIFICATES 

A certificate of occupancy for a new building or the alteration 

of an eXisting building shall be applied for coincident with the 

application for a building permit. and such certli1~te of occupancy 
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shall be issued within three days after the request fur same shaL. 

have been made in writing to the building official after the erectio~ 

or alteration of such building, or part thereof shall have been 

completed, in conformity with the provisions of this article. 

Pendingfue issuance of a final certificate, a temporary certificate 

of occupancy may be issued for a period not exceeding six months 

during the completion of alterations, or during partial occupancy 

of a building pending its completion. Such temporary certificate 

shall not be construed as in any way altering the respective rights, 

duties or obligations of the owners or of the city relating to the 

use or occupancy of the premises or any other matter covered by 

this article and such temporary certificate shall not be issued 

except under such restrictions and provisions as will adequately 

insure the safety of the occupants and the public. 

SEC. 58.162. ISSUANCE 

(1) A certificate of occupancy for the use of vacant land, 

or the change in the character of the use of land, as provided 

in this article, shall be applied for before any such land shall 

be so occupied or used, and a certificate of occupancy shall be 

issued within three days after the application has been made; 

prOVided, that such use is in confirmity with the provisions of 

this article. 

(2) A certificate of occupany shall state that the bUilding 

or proposed occupancy or use of a bUilding or land complies with 

all the building and health provisions of this Code and other laws 

and ordinances and with the provisions of this article. A record 

of all certificates of occupancy shall be kept on file in the 

office of the BUilding Official and copies shall be furnished on 

request, to any person having a proprietary or tenancy interest 

in the building affected. 

(3) No permit for excavation for any building shall be issued 

before application has been made for a certificate of. occupancy. 

SEC. 58.163. rR!l,WINGS OR .PLATS TO ACC0MPANY APPLICATTON FOR 
tU1IJ5nTip]ilif.:ITS 

All applications for building permits shall be accompanied by 

a draWing or plat, in duplicate, showing the lot plan; the location 
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~f the building on the lot; accurate dimensions of building and iot 

fand such other information as may be necessary to provide for the 

enforcement of the regulations in this article. A careful record 

of the onginal copy of such applicatj.ons and plats shall be kept 

in the office of the Building Official, and the duplicate copy 

shall be kept at the building at all times during the construction. 

AnTICLE 22. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

SEC. 58.164. INTERPRETATION, PURPOSE AND CONFLICT 

In interpreting and applying the provisions of this Chapter, 

they shall be held to be the minimum requirements for the promotion 

of the public safety, health, convenience, comfort, prosperity and 

general welfare. It is not intended by thE Chapter to interfere 

with, abrogate or annul any easement, covenant or other agreement 

between parties, provided, however, that where this Chapter imposes 

a greater restriction upon the use of a building or premises or 

upon the height of a building or requires larger open spaces than 

are imposed or required by any other ordinance, rule, regulation 

or permit, or by an easement, covenant or agreem~t, the provisions 

of this Chapter shall govern. 

SEC. 58.165. CP~NGES AND AMENDMENTS 

The City Council of the city may, from time to time after 

public notice and hearing and after receiving a report by the 

city Zone Commission, amend, supplement or change the boundaries 

or regulations establiShed or ordained in this Chapter. At least 

fifteen days' notice of such contemplated amendment, supplement 

or change and the time and place of the hearing shall be given. 

Notice of the time and place of a public hearing shall be published 

on at least two separate days in a paper of general circulation in 

the city, the last to be not later than three days prior to the date 

of the hearing. 

SEC. 58.166. APPLICATION PEE 

Before application for rezoning shall be made to the Zone 

Commission for? char.ge in the district regulations or district 

boundaries, a fee of twen~y-five (25) dollars shall be paid to 

the Executive Secretary of the Zone Commission as a!i application 

fee. The Executive Secretary shall pay over to the Director of Fina; 
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such	 fee to the credit of the general revenue fund of the cit~. 

SEC.	 58.167. PENALTY 

Any perso~ who violates any of the provisions of this chapter, 

or any rUle, regul~tions, order or decision made under this chapter, 

shall, upon conviction, be punished as provided in Section 1.08
 

of the Code of the City of Orlando, Florida.
 

SEC. 58.168. ENFO:qCEZ,1E.NT OF CHAPTER
 

SECTION orm: It shall be the duty of the Building Official 

to Bee th~t this chapter of the Code of the City of Orlando is 

enforced. 

SECTION TWO: If any section, sub-section, sentence, claHse, 

phrase or portion of this Ordinance 1s for any reason held invalid 

or ~,constitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such 

portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent
 

provision and such holding shall not affect the Tlal1dity of the
 

remaining portion hereof.
 

SECTION THP.EE: Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary 

contained herein, the provisions of Article II, entitled "Airport 

Zoning," as contained in the present Code of the City of Orlando, 

Florida, as amended, and being Section 58.70 through Section 58.107 

of the present Code of the City of Orlando, be and the same are here-

be re-enacted as Article XXIII, and it shall be number-ed conaecutdve Ij 

from Section 58.169 to the end, as part of this instant ordtmmce; 

end the same shall be in full effect and valid, the nt~bering being 

changed solely for tr.e convenience and more efficient setting forth 

of the complete zoning chapter. 

SEC~ION FOUR: This Ordinance is passed as an emergency mensure, 

and the Council does, by the vote by which this Ordinance is passed, 

hereby declare that an emGrgency exists, which makes it imperative 

th~t this Orninance become effective immediately in order that 

public heal~hJ safe~y and welfare might most effectively be provided 

for.
