Section 58.3121.
Purpose of Street
Design Requirements

The street design re-
quirements of this
Part are 1intended to
provide minimum stan-

dards for public
streets serving the
various uses per-

mitted by this Chap-
ter to protect the
capacity of the
City's street system
and avoid undue con-
gestion on those
streets, and to less-
en unnecessary con-
flicts between moving
vehicles, parked ve-
hicles and pedes-
trians.

Section 58.3122. General Requirements

All streets shall be designed in accordance with the specifi-
cations of Figure III-3 and the following:

Criteria for Naming Streets - A uniform street naming system is
hereby established. The names of new streets and name changes
for existing streets shall conform to the following criteria:
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(a) Elimination of duplication'of street names.
(b) Eliminatien_ofjpfﬁensivejeﬁfeoﬁfhéing street names.

(¢) Continuation of the use of " the ‘term "avenues" for
north-south roadways and "streets"” for east-west
roadways.

(d) Coordination w1th C1ty w1de and County wide emergency
services agencies to e11m1nate interjurisdictional
confusion.

Review of Proposed Street Names - The proposed names of all new
streets shall be submitted to the City Engineer for review for
compliance with the established street name policy as part of
Preliminary Subdivision Plat Review. 1In the event the proposed
name is not in compliance with the established street name
policy the City Engineer shall so advise the applicant. The
owner shall revise the proposed name and resubmit it to the
City Engineer for review and approval.

Coordination With Existing Street Patterns - The street layout
in all new developments shall be <coordinated with and
interconnected to the street system of the surrounding area.
Streets in proposed subdivisions shall be connected to platted
streets in adjacent areas wherever feasible and deemed
necessary by the City, to allow for proper inter-neighborhood
traffic flow.

Cul-de-Sacs - Cul-de-sacs for local streets shall not exceed
the folldwingfstgpda;dgg . : oo .

(a) One Family Developments - not over 30 dwelling units
(b) oOther Residential Developments - not over 700 ft.
(c) Non-Residential Developments - not over (RESERVED) ADT

Design specifications for Culéde—Sac'turh—arounds shall be as
follows: .

(a) Minimum Right-of-Way Width - 100 ft.
(b) Minimum Pavement Width - 80 ft.

One-Way Local Streets - One-way local streets may be permitted
at the discretion of the City Transportation Engineer and
Planning Director where the proposed street will not be over 1
block long and will serve no more than 15 dwelling units. Their
determination shall be based on the environmental constraints
of the site; the contribution to improved site design made by
the proposed street; the number of dwelling units to be served:
the affect which the street may have on traffic flow, traffic
volumes and safety in the area; and the length of the proposed
street.

Secpion 58.3124. Reqguirements for Intersections and Curves

NOTE: ALL INTERSECTION AND CURVE SPECIFICATIONS WILL BE
REVIEWED AS PART OF MAJOR THOROUGHFARE PLAN
PREPARATION.

All 1intersections and curves shall be designed in accordance
~with the specifications of Figure III-4 and the following:

Right Angle Intersections Preferred - Streets shall be designed
so as to intersect as nearly as possible at right angles. The
approach to an intersection should be approximately at right
angles for a minimum of 150 feet on thoroughfares and 100 feet
on local streets.

Reductions in Intersection Spacing - The minimum spacing
requirements of this Section may be reduced upon finding by the
City Transportation Engineer that, given the ©particular
conditions of the proposed development, the minimums cannot be
met and such reduction will not compromise operational and
safety standards. ’

Curve Radii - Curve radii on all streets shall be adequate for
the design speed of the street a determined by the City
Engineer in accordance with’professional engineering standards.

Street Curves - Less Than 70 Change - Shall use horizontal
curvilinear design.

Street Curves - 70 Change or More - Shall use curvilinear
design or an "L" intersection designed as follows:

Section 58.3125. Bridges

Bridges shall be designed 1in accordance with the design
criteria of the AASHTO Standard Specifications for Highway
Bridges, 1latest edition. Bridges shall be constructed with
curbs, the required paving width, and, in addition, sidewalks
and bikeways the same as required elsewhere, except on dual
bridges where sidewalks shall only be required on the outer
side of each bridge span. Approach guardrails or fences shall
be provided as required by the (Public Works Director).
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Section 58.3126. Sidewalks :

Sidewalks shall be provided on both sides of all streets in
accordance with the requirements of Figure 1III-5 and the
following:

Modification of .Sidewalk Location - The City Engineer shall be
authorized to approve. or require. -modifications in: :sidewalk
locations to accommodate unique design or to protect existing
trees.

Waiver for Short Cul-de-Sacs - The City Engineer shall be
authorized to waive sidewalk requirements for short residential
cul-de-sacs, where he finds that sidewalks are unnecessary 1in
the specific case.

Sidewalk/Bikeway Trade-offs in Cluster Development - In Cluster
Development, Attached Dwelling Development, Multiplex
Development and Mobile Home Developments, a single paved
walkway at least 7 feet in width may be allowed in lieu of the
required 'sidewalks on 1local streets only, when the walkway
forms part of an integrated bicycle & pedestrian system in
common or dedicated open space.

Sidewalks Always Required Near Schools - Notwithstanding any
other provision of this Chapter, all streets with a one mile
radius of any elementary, junior high or high school shall be
provided with sidewalks on both sides.

Section 58.3127. Street Trees

Location - Canopy trees shall be planted in the parkways on
both sides of the street, at intervals of not more than one
tree per 50 lineal feet or 1less than one tree per 100 1lineal
feet, the exact distance dependent on the judgment of the Parks
Official to meet local conditions, except where a tree planting
will jeopardize the proper functioning of public utilities,
conflict with other City ordinances, or be 1in too <close
proximity to existing natural trees.
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
