However this agreement shall not be required for bonus parking spaces allowed for mass transit 
contributions. 

(c)	 The written agreement, when required, shall include such conditions as may be necessary to 
guarantee development of the reserved spaces whenever the Planning Official shall determine that 
the need exists or that the reserved area has not been maintained in a healthy, grassy state. The 
agreement shall be voided if the reserved spaces are developed or if the off-street parking 
facilities are no longer required by this Code. 
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
