AUTHORIZING AND DESIGNATING A 201 FACILITIES PLAN ENTITLED “STATE
REVOLVING FUND (SRF) WASTEWATER FACILITIES PLAN” AS THE PLANNING
DOCUMENT FOR IMPROVING AND EXPANDING THE CITY’S WASTEWATER
SYSTEM; COMMITTING TO ADOPT A DEDICATED REVENUE PLAN IN SUPPORT OF
THE WASTEWATER SYSTEM EXPANSION AND IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM;
AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIAL TO SIGN AND CERTIFY ALL
DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO DEVELOP THE WASTEWATER SYSTEM EXPANSION

WHEREAS, the Public Works Department has evaluated the condition and capacity of
the City of Orlando (City) wastewater system and determined that improvements to the system
are necessary; and

WHEREAS, City staff concluded that it would be necessary to secure additional funding
to fully implement the wastewater capital improvements program; and

WHEREAS, the State of Florida (State) offers a low interest loan program, known as the
State Revolving Fund (“SRF”), to finance the construction of wastewater management system
improvements; and

WHEREAS, as a condition of qualifying for the SRF loan, the City had to prepare, and
submit to the State for review, a wastewater facilities plan, outlining the recommended
wastewater system expansion and improvement program and the proposed financing plan for
repayment of the SRF loan; and

WHEREAS, City staff has examined the SRF Wastewater Facilities Plan, dated April
2010, prepared by Camp, Dresser & McKee, Inc. (“CDM”), and discussed the results and
recommendations of the report at a public meeting held on April 23, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Orlando (City Council) has determined that
the construction of the recommended plan, as set forth in the SRF Wastewater Facilities Plan, is
in the best interest and welfare of its citizens.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF ORLANDO, FLORIDA, THAT:

Section 1. Authority. This Resolution is adopted pursuant to Chapter 62-503.700 of
the Florida Administrative Code.

SECTION ONE. Section 30.18 qf Chapter 30 of the Code of the City of

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to tap, cut or in any why use any lateral, other
public sewer or part of the sanitary sewerage system or utility, without a written
permit issued by the Director of Public Works and without the payment of all rates
and charges required by the City for the use of such utility.

(b) Billing for sewer services as specified in this Chapter, shall be accomplished in
such manner as the City Council shall from time to time arrange and determine.

(c) Billing for surcharges or credit reductions for abnormal strength compatible wastes,
as provided by this Chapter, shall be computed and processed by the Director of
Public Works, and coordinated through the Chief Financial Officer.

(d) Private wells that contribute discharge to the municipal sewer system shall be
metered at the expense of the property owner and such meter shall be made
available for reading and billing purposes.

(c) The-commodity-eharze—portion—of Tthe wastewater monthly user rates shall be
automatically increased each year in September by 5.02:5 percent unless specific
action is taken by City Council to prevent said increase from being implemented.

{f) In September, 2010, a supplementary rate increase of 5.0% shall be added to the

automatic increase programmed for that year. In September 2011, a supplementary

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rate increase of 3.0% shall be added to_the automatic increase programmed for that

year.

SECTION TWO. SEVERABILITY. If any section, subsection, sentence,
clause, phrase, or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or

of the remaining portion hereto.
